 RESOLVED, that this board does hereby reaffirm its commitment to the principles and 
tenants of the National Fair Housing Law within the Village of Manchester and endorses the 
County of Ontario’s Fair Housing Program; and further 
 
 RESOLVED, that this resolution be entered into the minutes of this meeting and a copy  



be sent to the Ontario County Department of Housing and Community Resources.
